There is no cost to the patient for any of these treatments or therapeutics, although
the provider might collect insurance information.

COVID-19

Moderate- to severely-compromised
immune system

People 12 or older*
Weigh at least 40 kg (88 pounds)

Have a high risk of severe COVID-19
disease progression

Are not in the hospital but have mild to
moderate symptoms for five days or less

Monoclonal Antibodies (mAbs)

for treatment

*Talk to your healthcare provider about what oral
antiviral may be right for you as eligibility may vary.

TESTED POSITIVE for
COVID-19.

» Are at high risk of becoming seriously ill

Antibodies developed in a lab that
block the virus from entering your cells
and reduce the severity of disease and
the risk of hospitalization.

WITHIN 10 DAYS of
the start of symptoms
(ideally within five days).
